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UTAH ENGINEERING EXPERIMENT STATION

The Utah Engineering Experiment Station was estab-
lished by an act of the State Legislature in 1909 as a depart-
ment of the School of Mines and Engineering of the Uni-
versity of Utah. The Station is authorized “to carry on
experiments and investigations pertaining to any and all ques-
tions and problems that admit of experimental and scientific
methods of study and the solution of which would tend to
benefit the industrial interests of the state, or would be for
public good.”

In 1913 the Legislature established the Department of
Mining and Metallurgical Research in the Station, its purposes
being “to conduct experiments and researches, either alone or
in co-operation with the National Bureau of Mines or other
agencies, with a view of finding ways and methods of profit-
ably treating low grade ores, of securing a higher percentage
of extraction of metals from their ores, and of obtaining other
information that shall have for its object the benefit of the
mining industry and the utilization and conservation of the
mineral resources of the state, and to publish and distribute
bulletins and articles relating to the Department and its work.”

The Mining and Metallurgical Research Department has
published a series of Bulletins and Technical Papers, as well
as numerous articles in various technical and scientific jour-
nals.
